DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE PERFORMED:

This SOW defines the requirements for support to the Computational & Information Sciences & Technology Office (CISTO), the High End Computing (HEC) NASA Center for Climate Sciences (NCCS) Project, and cooperative HPC/IT planning with the GMAO.  The Contractor shall:

1. Support CISTO program development activities, including the NCCS Data Services and IPCC Data Node activities, and facilitate NCCS Project interactions; including defining services, creating partnerships to provide services, and evaluating HEC service offerings.

2. Facilitate communication with other HPC centers to share technical ideas and solutions.

3. Maintain liaison with key science users to ensure that CISTO plans reflect their needs and the computational requirements of their applications.  Identify critical performance factors and coordinate with NCCS to ensure the architecture roadmap adequately addresses requirements of the user community.  Maintain liaison with key science users to ensure that NCCS system upgrades and modifications support and improve the science and operational environment.

The Contractor shall provide monthly status reports.  The Contractor shall support CISTO meetings as directed.  

TRAVEL REQUIREMENTS:

To complete these tasks, the Contractor shall travel as necessary and as approved by the COTR.  It is anticipated that there will be 2 domestic trips, primarily to NASA/ARC but also to attend annual scientific/engineering conferences.
